When studying in years later, their thinking
skills would be sharpened accordingly and that they could become
graduates who possess creativities and meet labor market needs.

Strengthening Disciplinary, Sacrifice and Unity at the “Fort Phurachatra”
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UTK’s new students shall participate in the activities taken at Fort
Phurachatra for 2 days and 1 night. The trip is started when the
students take a train from Bangkok railway station (Hua Lamphong).
Recreational activities led by senior students make the trip enjoyable
and full of laughter until they get to Ratchaburi Province. The third
phase orientation ceremony will be officially held. The President;
Dr.Sukit Nitinai, would give a speech informing objectives of the
activities taken at the Fort Phurachatra followed by a welcome speech
from a representative of the Fort Phurachatra’s trainers.

The first activity is a lecture on cooking methods given by the
trainer who also introduces field utensils and ingredients used for
cooking. Then, the students of each color group would cook their
foods outside of the Fort and have dinner together. After the dinner,
the evening activity would begin. The students would be joining
5 bases including a play, a hula hoop wreath making, a stepping to
the sunlight, a pride of UTK where the students would be listening
to the University’s success story and a recreational singing. Then,
there comes a bedtime.

In the morning after waking up, the students will be jogging in amidst
of fresh air to prepare their bodies for joining 6 activity bases. The

Presently, people around the globe are interested in Al, an artificial
intelligence which enables robot or computer to work like human
being. Looking at Thailand, robotic technology is employed in target
industry groups of Thailand 4.0 era as well. Both global and country
directions show that requirement on using of robot and automation
system is enlarged. As teaching and learning of this science in
Thailand is not much available, UTK therefore launches Automation

and Robotics Engineering Program accordingly.

How the “Automation and Robotics Engineering”
is important?

The “automation system” has been involved in our daily lives.
We have air-conditioners in our bedrooms that work by the
automation systems. After waking up, we would go outside and
that someone’s gate may be an automatic gate. We call taxies
via applications by the automation systems. Then, we take taxies
to shopping malls and withdraw money from ATMs to buy things.
Every issue as stated is operated by the automation systems that

bring us convenience. Thus, we can see that the automation system
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is not a new thing; it has been existent with us for a long time.
“Robotic” technology is also one among the automation systems
that work as being programed by human beings. In Thailand,
the robotic technology has been developed continuously. Currently,
the industrial sector is using more robots in production processes
because robots’ work efficiencies are steady. Therefore, the
“Automation and Robotics Engineering” is the program that
fulfils requirements of the society and industry in Thailand 4.0 era.
The program is emphasized on building experts in specific fields
for automation and robotics technologies designs, productions

and managements.

What Are Subjects Included in This Future Engineering
Program?

Since the Automation and Robotics Engineering Program is linked
to the future industrial perspective, its bodies of knowledge
include contents of various subjects from Electrical Engineering,
Electronic Engineering and Mechanical Engineering, etc. In addition,
teachers and students who are interested in this field have also
continually conducted analyses and projects works related to
the automation and robotics engineering. From knowledge being
accumulated, it leads to the Automation and Robotics Engineering
Program which is opened for the first enrollment in the academic
year 2018. Applicants shall complete high school education or
vocational education on electronics, telecommunication, electricity,

mechatronics or computer.

The first-year student shall study physics, mathematics and basic
engineering. In the second year, the students will study subjects
related to electrical engineering, mechanical systems and
mechatronics. In the third year, the subjects are related to software,
automation systems, advance driving systems and robotic and
Al developments. The students are able to choose either subjects

emphasizing on the automation systems or the robotic systems.
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For the fourth year during the first semester, the students shall
participate in co-operative education. Then, they shall work on the
projects in the second semester. The teacher team includes teachers
from various programs of the Faculty of Engineering. In the meantime,
experts from the industrial sector and teachers from university
networks are invited to provide special lectures to the student

as well.

What Kinds of Work Can the Students Do after Graduation?

Graduates of this field are able to work in the industrial sector
as factory engineers who control works operated by advance
machines, automation system analysts and industrial IT
programmers. Additionally, the graduates are able to work in
the business sector because all business organizations are using
the computer systems that have to be managed by the engineers.
The graduates who are interested in a research field can work as
researchers who design the automation systems and create new
formats of the automation system to fulfill requirements of users.
Furthermore, there are challenging career paths for the graduates
who have passions on the robotic technology. Since a large number
of robots have been imported for using in Thailand, the graduates
can work in robotic maintenance field which shall lead to a creation
of efficient robots in Thailand in the future to reduce imported

robots from overseas.
