Tourism revenue is vital to economy
of Thailand as its proportion has reached
10% of GDP. Over the past years, tour
guide is one among occupations driving
tourism industry, which requires a variety
of skills. In addition to having information
and knowledge about tourist attractions to
convey to tour participants, tour guide
shall have skills in term of recreation and
creative activity leading to create fun
ambient during tours and respond to
different objectives of tour managers or
organizations organizing such tours. Tour
guide’s abilities on designing and setting
up creative activities with a variety of
formats, therefore, help increase value of
such tour guide to become more needed.

How Important Is This Course?

This course is arranged for teaching
and learning in the 2"9 semester of every
academic year. Its objective is to provide
students with knowledge and skills to
which students can apply when taking
roles as tour guide and tour staff. This
course was developed from the course
entitled "Recreational Tourism" and
became a new course under a new name.
In the course, students shall be encouraged
to use their creativities to design and
conduct more varied activities. It is in
alignment with the University’s policy
focusing on creating graduates who are
practitioners, possess creative thinking
and meet labour market’s requirements on
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workforce with skills and versatility, in particular tour guide and tour staff since both

careers require soft skills for managing and solving immediate problems and situations.

Course Content and Format

Students shall learn theoretical contents related to recreational and creative
activities. They consist of theories describing meanings, forms and objectives of creative
activity, as well as understanding customer’s goals on creative activity arrangement,
methods of speaking with customer since self-introduction speech, attitude in customer
service, all of which tour guide should know and understand. The content also includes
activity design for achieving customer's objectives, team building and off-site/outdoor
activities such as playing games and leading recreational activities on a bus, base and
walk-rally activities designs, trekking, camping, cooking by using field equipment,
including adventure activities such as indoor rock climbing. Detail in each topic is
interesting, for example, in trekking topic, students shall learn how to prepare for each
type of trekking since different types of trekking require different preparation forms,
trekking equipment arrangement, dress for trekking and preparation of appropriate
accommodation in the forest, for example, setting up tent and hammock. Students
shall study in the classroom and practice outside the classroom within the University’s
area, including on-site practice, most of which are resorts suitable for practicing
walk-rally and adventure activities.

What Shall Students Gain from
Studying This Course?

The teaching and learning formats of
this course focus on activities outside the
classroom. Students shall work together
with fellow class members and seniors.
During the night of the 2-day and 1-night
trip, there will be the seniors who already
began their careers joining to help during
practices and teach some skills such as
indoor rock climbing. Students shall
integrate their knowledge to create creative
works in a form of team building, which
include recreational activities since tour
participants are in the bus until the tour is
completed, which shall serve a purpose
and meet objectives of such work
arrangement. All skills obtained from this
class can be applied to other courses
which students shall take in the same
semester.
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Developing the Course to the
Career

Students taking this course shall have
knowledge and skills to join work teams as
tour staffs. They are normally invited by
their graduating seniors to do part time
works since studying in the 2nd semester
of the 2nd year. As the 31 year students,
they will be trained by working with travel
company members of the Faculty’s
network. After graduation, some students
may be hired by the companies with which
they had taken internships. In addition to
being tour guide and tour staff, students
can have various careers such as
organizational relationship training officer,
travel company officer and airline officer.
